



FC America Fee Information
FC America is a non-profit 501c providing soccer education and training for youth soccer players from through the age of U6 through U18. Our primary focus is skill development for the u6 through u14 players and tactical, fitness, awareness, and formation training for the u15 through u18 players.

Fee Structure: U09 through U18
Player Membership Fees = $280:   Player Membership Fees are fees paid directly to FC America for the operation of the soccer club. These fees help offset the expenses incurred by the club. Example of club expenses are: field rental which includes maintenance and lights, field preparation just as lines, goal nets, port-o-toilets, security, club administration costs such as webmaster, registration fees, scheduling fees and costs of providing management of Coaching and Player Development.
The positions of President, Vice President, Treasurer and Secretary are volunteer positions.

Team Fees: FC America is a de-centralized club versus a centralized club. FCA allows each team to determine the seasonal team fee per player based on its individual team need. Seasonal is defined as August through May. The range of seasonal team fees per player could be $500 to $1200 per season based on the following: training fees, frequency of training (# of days) number of paid coaches per team, league fees, referee fees, tournament fees (number entered) and coaches travel costs for tournaments.
Team Fees are not month to month incurred costs. Parents and players are committing to the seasonal fee. Costs are not incurred equally over the seasonal year. For example, most of all tournament fees are incurred in the first 4 months of the seasonal year. State Cup fees are due by December even though the tournament does not start until March, other tournament showcase fees are due also well in advance of the tournament.
FC America strongly recommends and asks each coach/team to develop a team budget which includes all estimated costs for the seasonal year and communicates this clearly for all parents of the team. A payment schedule should be developed and the schedule should be front loaded to account for the upfront tournament fees that will be due.
